“One should not embellish or dress up Christianity:  it has waged a war to the death against this ‘higher’ type of man… Christianity has taken the side of everything weak.”

“A society that has given up war and conquest is in decline.”

“… Democracy represents the disbelief in great human beings and an elite society (die Herren).  Everyone is equal to everyone else.  At bottom we are one and all self-seeking cattle and mob (die Herden).”

“The highest men live beyond the rulers, freed from all bonds and in the rulers they have their instruments.”

“… The highest Will to Life does not find expression in a miserable struggle for existence, but in a Will to Power, a Will to Overpower, a Will to War.”
